Where issues arise or misconceptions take place, please contact your child’s teacher 
or the Head of School, who will be available to meet with you and go through the 
issue and hopefully resolve it. Where issues remain unresolved, please follow the 
school’s complaints procedure. This is available on the school website or a copy can 
be requested from the school office.
