Curriculum Newsletter Spring Term 3
Computing:
We will learn how to search over multiple platforms online and be aware of the difference between fact, opinion and belief and recognise these online. We will also learn how computational thinking can help to solve problems and apply computational thinking to problems we face.

RE:
Judaism - How important is it for Jewish people to do what God asks them to do? 

Art:
As artists we will study the work of Rothko. We will begin to understand his viewpoint and understand what he is trying to express. In our own paintings we will express mood and feeling.
Helping at home: 
This term spellings will be sent out on a Monday afternoon ready for a test on Friday. Practising these at home during the week will help the children to develop their vocabulary and improve their writing in literacy.

Wider Curriculum:
In Spanish, the children will develop their knowledge and skills to present themselves both orally and in writing by focusing on asking questions as well as providing accurate replies. They will demonstrate a growing understanding of grammar to manipulate language and start to create sentences of their own using a range of personal details including name, age, where they live and nationality.
In PHSE, we will learn about kindness towards ourselves and others, including personal boundaries online. We will continue to develop our understanding of how to use technology responsibly.
In Music, we will be learning about the skills involved in becoming musical composers. We will develop our own pieces of music which will be recorded. We will identify orchestral family timbres. We will compose by developing ideas within musical structures. We will also sing in tune and in harmony with others, with developing breath control.

Science:
We will identify how sounds are made - associating them with something vibrating, recognise how sounds travel through a medium to the ear, and find patterns between pitch and sound and features of the object that produced it.
