This term, Maple class will write from different perspectives when writing a diary entry. They will focus on using emotive language as well as ensuring sentences are grammatically correct. They will also write an explanation text linking their knowledge of everyday materials and explaining which are the best to use for specific tasks. They will use formal language and write in certain tenses within their writing.
Helping at home: Read as often as possible and record each time in the green reading record. This is so we can keep track of when and what they are reading. Times tables! Children should know all the times tables up to 12 x 12. Practise, practise, practise!

Computing – Looping and Online Safety
