PE – Rugby/Athletics 
As athletes we will develop our ability to change speed and direction whilst running. We will improve our ability to jump from a standing position with accuracy. When taking part in rugby we will focus on developing core movement and teamwork skills in a fun, non-contact environment. We will practise running into a space, dodging and changing direction, as well as passing and catching a rugby ball using two hands. Theme: Community and Belonging
Key Questions: Does going to a Mosque give Muslims a sense of belonging. 
PSHE
We will learn more about our thoughts and emotions. We will learn how to stay safe in the sun. We will think about how we can overcome difficulties.




Computing: International Space Station and Scratch Jnr We will build on our understanding of how computers sense what is going on around them. We will learn how this can be used in the context of keeping astronauts healthy when on board the ISS. We will learn about Tim Peake and Helen Sharman. We will learn to create and debug simple programs using logical reasoning to predict the behaviour of simple programs. We will develop our understanding of algorithms.  We will programme a familiar story and an animation of an animal.  



History
As historians we will widen our knowledge and understanding of Britain’s past by learning about the lives of the Great Britons we are studying and thinking about how their lives have shaped our nation. We will also explore the city of London and explore what it was like to live there during the Great Fire of London. 
Geography
As geographers we will recap our knowledge of the British Isles, locating where the Great Britons we are studying live and where iconic British events take place. We will study London and discover how it has changed over time. We will learn about the population and the River Thames. We will look at London Landmarks and compare what it is like to live in a city compared to where we live.

[bookmark: _Hlk161228091]Art & DT As artists we will develop our skills by exploring and discussing the work of well-known British illustrators such as Quentin Blake, Beatrix Potter and Oliver Jeffers. We will use the skills we have developed to illustrate our own stories and books. 
In DT we will learn about British inventors such as Sir James Dewar (thermos flask), Charles Macintosh (waterproof material), Harry Brearley (stainless steel) & Joseph Aspdin (cement). We will link this to our knowledge of materials to help us to design and make our own flask to keep a drink hot, make a bug or bird box and build a pier for the Island of Struay. In food technology we will make our own healthy dips and dippers.  

Science- Everyday Materials /Plants
As scientists we will:
· Identify and compare the suitability of a variety of everyday materials, including wood, metal, plastic, glass, brick, rock, paper and cardboard for particular uses
· Find out how the shapes of solid objects made from some materials can be changed by squashing, bending, twisting and stretching
· Observe and describe how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants.
· Find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy.






Music
In music we will learn about orchestral instruments with the theme of Traditional stories.  We will be introduced to the instruments of the orchestra and practice identifying these within a piece of music. We will learn how different characters can be represented by timbre, how emotions can be represented by pitch and how changes in tempo can convey action. We will also learn how to play the ocarina.
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
