PE – Athletics, Basketball & Skateboarding
As athletes we will build a variety of running techniques. We will learn to perform a running jump with more than one component. We will develop our accuracy in throwing and catching activities, using equipment safely and with good control. In skateboarding we will learn how to stand, push, roll in and pick up. In basketball, we will learn how to dribble, pass and shoot as well as thinking critically from an attacking and defending aspect.
History- 
As historians we will study Ancient Greek life and achievements and their influence on the western world today. 


Science- Animals including humans & Living things & their habitats
As scientist we will:
· describe the simple functions of the basic parts of the digestive system in humans 
· identify the different types of teeth in humans and their simple functions 
· construct and interpret a variety of food chains, identifying producers, predators and prey
· recognise that living things can be grouped in a variety of ways 
· explore and use classification keys to help group, identify and name a variety of living things in their local and wider environment
· recognise that environments can change and that this can sometimes pose dangers to living things.
